The
program currently includes Labrador Retrievers, Golden Retrievers and German Shepherds.

Puppy Jake Foundation is committed to helping our country’s wounded veterans that have given so
selflessly to our nation. The service dogs truly change an individual’s life by allowing them more
independence and freedom. The service dogs are provided at no charge to the veteran.
